When we read the context of this passage
we can see that the people the Lord is speaking
to are a select group of people. It's not the twelve
now, it’'s the eleven - Judas has gone out. And
the context of the Lord’s speaking is that He is
leaving. He said, “You will see Me no more”. So
He gave this new commandment that they should
love one another. Then He said, “By this all men
shall know that you are My disciples”.

What do you think about when we say “dis-
ciple”? A disciple learns from his master, he lis-
tens to his master, he imitates his master and he
follows Him. What do you think of? There is one
other thing, isn’t there? The other thing is that

the master teaches his disciple. He doesn'’t ig-

nore him and just hope to fix something up. He
knows his disciple. He teaches his disciples and
he gives them what they need and helps them to
understand and to grow. These disciples have
a relationship with their master, and Lord Jesus
said, “By this, all men shall know that you are My
disciples”.

We go to Matthew 7:21. “

dom of heaven, but he who does the will of My
Father who is in heaven. Many will say to Me on
that day, ‘Lord, Lord, haven’'t we prophesied in
Your name, cast out demons in Your name and
done many wonders in Your name. And then | will
declare to them, ‘| never knew you’”

Could you imagine hearing anything worse
than that? If Lord Jesus said, “I never knew you”,
why would that be? Because there was no rela-
tionship, there was
nothing

did not say, “You
did bad
but rather, “I never

things”,

knew you”. Was
He willing to know
them? Yes, He was.
His heart was open,
His door was open,
He was very willing. For some reason these peo-
ple never drew near to Him, and He said, “l never
knew you”.

That is very different, isn’t it? “By this, all
men shall know that | know you and you know Me.
By this, all men shall know that you are My dis-
ciples.” There is a relationship, and it is the right
relationship. It is the relationship between dis-
ciples and master. And to this one He would not
say, “l never knew you”, but to this one He says,
“I know you and you know Me. | have taught you,
you have been my pupil. | have taught you, | have
changed you, | have transformed you, and | have
made you like Myself. Because love now shines
out from your heart, you have become like your

Master.”

That is something truly wonderful, and this



is our heart’s desire. | hope that is your heart’s
desire. Nobody is moving, nobody is punching
the air and saying “Yes, that is my heart’s desire!”

I’'m sure you are doing it in your heart!

Where is your heart, what do you long for?
The Lord said, “Seek and you shall find”. He
didn’t say, “Stand around, doing nothing, think-
ing about nothing, and maybe you will find”. He
said, “Seek, and you shall find”. Are you knock-
ing on His door, are you seeking, knocking and
asking? If you are not, then if we gather together
next year, you will still be the same person - just
like you are now. You will not change unless you
seek Him, unless there is a spirit in you that hun-
gers and thirsts to know the Lord. Nobody drifts
into the kingdom. You are asleep on a boat and
the boat drifts with the current. And then, when
you wake up, you say, “Oh, look where we are!”
It doesn’t happen like that in the kingdom of God.

Seek, you shall find. But what should we
seek? We must speak this relationship. | am
His disciple, | am following Him. We are not fol-
lowing a doctrine, or a teaching, or a movement,
or “my group”. Each and every one of us, from
the youngest to the oldest, is called to follow Je-
sus. And the caller is the Lord Jesus Himself. All
that is required within our heart is to say, “Lord, |
come, | am Yours. | will seek You”. And the Lord

Jesus says, “By this, all men shall know”.

We are faced with a great problem if we just
look at this and say, “Well, | have to be loving”. If
all we hear is a commandment to love, what we
are going to do? What if somebody pointed to me
and said, “Be loving!”. If that is all it is, what am
| going to do? This heart is cold, this heart loves
only itself. How can | pour out love when it's not
in me? If we have nothing but a commandment
then we are in a desperate place.

Nobody should fool themselves. You cannot
keep that commandment.
please stand up and tell us how. If you have love
in your nature, if you were born with such a won-

If you feel you can,

derful loving heart, we would like to know. But
if you are like me, and the Scripture is for you a
mirror in which you see yourself, then you know
that is not your heart.

Nevertheless, the Lord has given us a com-
mandment. He has said, “Love one another”. He
didn’t say to just smile to one another on Sunday
morning. He said we were to love with “the love
with which | have loved you”. But why would He
give us such an impossible commandment?

If we were to respond to the Lord and say,
“Lord, it's too much. | can’t do it. It’s notin me”,
what would He answer us? He would say, “| know
that, but | am going to do something that is going
to answer your needs”. What is He going to do?
What is the key to unlock this?

We said that the Lord Jesus desires relation-
ship - not, “I never knew you”, but, “I know you”.
The Lord Jesus has returned to His Father. How
can | have a relationship with Him? His disciples
heard Him say, “You will see me no more”. What
did they feel like? They felt like orphans, like
little children abandoned on the street. “You will
be with us no more? What are we going to do?”

His answer was, “The Spirit is coming. | will
come to you. | will come to you in the Holy Spirit.
I will dwell in you, and | shall be closer to you
than any other person could ever be. | will dwell
in you”.

Do you believe this? Has this what happened
to you? On the day you reached out to the Lord
Jesus, on that day, at that hour, in that moment,
because He is faithful, because the price has
been paid, He was able to send the Holy Spirit to
dwell in you. This is the definition of Christian -
being in-dwelt by the Holy Spirit.

The Holy Spirit is spirit. He is not a warm
glow, He is not a feeling in your stomach. He is
the One who was sent by the Lord Jesus. We
have received eternal life because the Spirit has
come to dwell in us.

What does the scripture say now? In Gala-
tians 5:25: “If we live in the Spirit, let us also walk
in the Spirit”. “If we live in the Spirit...” - that is,
if we have received the Holy Spirit and because
of Him we live - “...let us also walk in the Spirit”.
Here is a calling, here is the way - we must walk
in the Spirit.

Well, you say, I’m not sure about that. You
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know people talk about the Holy Spirit, but | find
it is a little bit confusing. How do | walk in the
spirit? What do | do?

Brothers and sisters, if we do not learn to
walk in the Spirit, how shall we love one another?
If we never understand the difference between
walking in the flesh and walking in the Spirit, how
will anyone know that we are His disciple? Sa-
tan has been working for two thousand years to
confuse the testimony of the church. If you go
out on the street and talk about the Lord Jesus,
people will laugh at you because they have heard
so many things that make them think that all this
is just nothing. You can argue with them if you
like, but your arguments will probably just fall to
the ground. The testimony of the church is not in
arguments, but it is in the life of church. The one
argument that nobody can answer is a life in the
Spirit which is radiating the love of the Lord Jesus
Christ.

Everything depends upon our learning to
walk in the Spirit.

Let us think about this for a moment. We
might say there are many sorts of Christians, and
we might wonder which one is walking in the Spirit.
There are some Christians who make false claims
in their tax return, they lie to “Centrelink”, they
steal from their work, they get drunk at weddings.
We know that these Christians are not walking in
the Spirit. | don’t think there is any confusion or
argument here. If anyone says he is walking with
the Lord, let us see a righteous life. We should
not deceive ourselves. We should not become so
self-centred that we justify everything we do.

But there is another sort of Christian. These
Christians walk in the flesh, they don’t walk in the
Spirit, but it's not because they do bad things.
They don’t do those things we’ve just mentioned
but still they are not in the Spirit. How can we
discern this? More importantly, how can we judge
ourselves? You don’t need to judge anybody else
- you have your hands full judging yourselves.
How can we look at our own lives and know we
are walking in the flesh or walking in the Spirit?
Do we understand the way of Holy Spirit?

What are the characteristics of one who

walks in the flesh?

The person who walks in the flesh calculates.
He always calculates, always looking ahead to
see what is most advantageous for himself. In
every situation, he wants to see how it affects him
or how it affects his interests, so he is calculating
all the time.

The person who walks in the flesh rational-
ises. | heard an amazing rationalization from a
Christian once. The Scripture says you should
not take brother or sister to court before unbeliev-
ers. But | heard Christians who wanted to take
their brothers to court rationalize, and say, “Yes,
that was in that situation but in our situation...”
And they had it all worked out.

The man who walks in the Spirit doesn’t cal-
culate, he doesn’t first think how it affects him-
self, because that is not first thing. The first thing
is the others. The man who walks in the Spirit
doesn’t rationalise, he obeys.

You know the experience - | feel | have to
help a brother. | can do two things now. One
thing is | can go straightaway to help him. The
other thing is | can say, “Well, | wonder if he really
needs my help. Perhaps | will see - | will wait a
little while, maybe he won’t, and then... Anyway
he seems to be all right. Anyway there are other
people who can help him.” Instead of just obey-
ing the Lord, the man who walks in the flesh does

a lot of rationalization.

A man who lives in the flesh has a lot of
excuses for himself. “l have a few little weak-
nesses”, he says, “But | can explain to you my
weakness. | have many excuses for myself, but
not one for you. If you do something wrong, | am
on to you. When | do the same thing, | have ten
reasons why.” The man who walks in the flesh is
full of excuses.

The man who walks in the flesh seeks to con-
trol others. He loves to control but the man who
walks in the Spirit loves to see people set free.

The man who walks in the flesh is very con-
cerned about getting his rights. “Why should |
do it? Why shouldn’t somebody else do it? |



have my rights, it's not my turn. I’ve done this
before, it's your turn.” He is very particular about
his rights. A man who walks in the Spirit has only

one right, which is to lay down his life.

The man who walks in the flesh has at the
centre “me and mine”, and all he is concerned
about is “me and mine”. It might be my family, my
reputation, my career, my security, or the worse
of all, my ministry. The man who walks in the
Spirit has at the centre the Lord Jesus and His.
Not “me and mine” but “Him and His”. That be-
comes governing principle of living.

We need to judge ourselves, we need to look
at our own lives and ask, “What makes me tick?
How do | live from day to day? When different
things happen, how do | react?” One good test is
to ask yourself what makes you angry, because it
will expose in you something that is very valuable
to you.

We need to be very open and bold in judging
ourselves and to ask ourselves, “Do | understand
a life in the Spirit? Do | know what it is to walk in
the Spirit? Am | learning to walk in the Spirit? Do
| want to walk in the Spirit?”

We turn over to the book of Revelation
where at the beginning we have the letters to the
churches. These are particular churches in par-
ticular situations, but at the end of each letter the
Lord says, “He who has an ear, let him hear what
the Spirit says to the churches”. So this mes-
sage is for all of us. We don’t have to say we
are Philadelphian or we are of Sardis - we don’t
have to do that. We have to listen to every mes-
sage, and part of every message is for us. In all
of these messages the Lord is speaking to people
who were in the same situation that we are in -
they cannot see Him or Hear him - they are living

by faith.

When we look at these letters the very first
letter is perhaps the saddest letter of all. | call
it “The second letter to the Ephesians”. The first
letter to the Ephesians was written by Paul and
overflows with the glory of Christ and the riches of
His salvation. The second letter to the Ephesians

was written by the Lord Jesus. He was looking
upon these dear believers in Ephesus and saying
that they had everything but lacked one thing -
which was their first love. That is true, but it is
not simply a matter of “love”, like some sort of
substance. It was love for Him, for the Lord Je-
sus. The Lord Jesus loved them and looked upon
them and said, “You are doing all these things, it
is all good, but what about Me?” Would it have
been enough if they were to say, “But we are do-
ing all these things for you”? No, it is a matter of
the heart, there was no real love in the heart.

This is very personal - it is between the be-
lievers and Him. You can’t say, “I'm doing all
these things for the Lord”, and then forget Him.
It is like when your wife or husband, who doesn’t
really think about you or care about you, says
“I'm doing this for you”. And what would you say?
“Would you please stop doing that? Just come
and give me a hug”.

We want to be loved, and the Lord wants to
be loved. Can you lift up your heart to the Lord
Jesus and say it out loud so you can hear your-
self, “Lord Jesus, | love You. | need You.”?

That is the second letter to the Ephesians. If
you want to understand what their first love was
you can go back to the Acts of Apostles and read
about the believers of Ephesus. Read about how
they gather up all their books on witchcraft and
burn a million dollars’” worth of scrolls because
of their love for the Lord Jesus. And then see
the Ephesian elders come to visit Paul and watch
these grown men burst into tears because Paul
said, “You will not see me again”. They just wept
on his neck and kissed him. They loved him.

When we look at the last letter to the seven
churches we understand why nobody likes the
letter written to them. In this letter the Lord said
a most terrible thing. He said, “I can’t bear the
lukewarm. | even prefer cold or hot.”

They had the name and they had the lan-
guage. People looked at them and said, “Oh,
they are Christian”, but where was the Spirit of

God, where was that flaming love for the Lord Je-
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sus and what place did He really have in their
hearts? This situation was for Him unbearable.

The believers in this letter didn’t realise the
condition they were in. He said, “You do not know
your own condition.” How could that be possible?
It is very possible if you walk in the flesh. You
can become very satisfied and the only thing that
could disturb your satisfaction is the light of Spirit
of God. Imagine we were among the believers in
this letter and we heard what the Lord Jesus said:
“You do not know that you are wretched, pitiful,
poor, blind, and naked.” What would we say to
Him? We would say, “Lord, help us! Lord, what
must we do?” We would throw ourselves before
the Lord and say, “Lord, have mercy on us, and
show us what you want us to do.”

And here is His answer: Revelation 3:18 “I
counsel you to buy from me gold refined in the
fire, so you can become rich; and white clothes
to wear, so you can cover your shameful naked-
ness; and salve to put on your eyes, so you can

see.

Do you think if we were those in this letter we
would pay attention to this?

“Lord, what should we do?” Here is the an-
swer: “Those whom | love | rebuke and discipline.”
This is love, therefore He said, “Be zealous, and
repent”. Not the other way around - repent and
be zealous. We need zeal - we need some fire in
the belly. We need to stand up and “be a man”.
If we are going to know the Lord, if we are going
to have a testimony that shines, it is not going to
come out of sleepiness. Itis going to come out of
zeal. A zealous spirit listens to what Jesus says
and acts.

He said, “You are poor”, then He said “Buy
from Me gold, that you may be rich.” What is this
richness, what is it to be rich? You know the Lord
said some people store up treasure on earth -
they are rich here, but with God they are not rich.
What is to be rich? | found a definition - 2 Corin-
thians 8:9 - “For you know the grace of our Lord
Jesus Christ, that though He was rich, yet for
your sakes He became poor, so that you through

His poverty might become rich.” What is the heart
of Jesus for each one of us?That we might be
rich, and He was rich.What was His richness?
His richness was His fellowship with His God. He
shared the glory of God but that richness He laid
aside when He came into the world. His heart’s
desire is that we should be with Him where He is
and know Him - and to have Him is to be rich. So
he said, “Buy from Me gold, that you may be rich”.

Then He said, “Buy from Me white garments,
that the shame of your nakedness shall not ap-
pear.” What is this nakedness?The nakedness
was before God, because when God looked upon
them He looked upon their heart.They could dress
up in any manner of good works, but God looks
upon their heart.How can we be any other than
what we are in heart?But there are white gar-
ments that are available from Him that will cover
the shame of this our nakedness.

And the last remedy is eye salve.

For these believers in Laodicea, He said,
“l am anointing your eyes”, and we know in the
James 1:6 it says, “If any of you lacks wisdom,
He should ask God, who gives generously to all
without finding fault, and it will be given to him.”
We all lack wisdom, we all need vision, and Lord
said, “Come, you can have vision, you can have
revelation, you can have this wisdom, your blind
eyes can be opened, and you can see.”

This last is where we must begin. We want to
walk in the Spirit, we want to have a testimony for
God, we want to be what He called us to be. This
walk begins with vision. All of us can seek the
Lord, “Open my eyes Lord, give me revelation. |
have heard so much with my ears, but | want to
see, | want to see something that captures my
heart. | want to be drawn on by vision.” Without
this vision, you can’t go on. All of us need vision
and we need this vision to be refreshed continu-
ally. We can’t say, “Well, 20 years ago | had rev-
elation”, if that vision is not real now. We need
this vision now. Our progress begins by seeking
from Him vision.

Do you have vision? | will give you a test.
If you feel the things of God are boring then you



have no vision, because you are not seeing Him.
| am not saying you have to see marvellous phys-
ical visions, but something has to be registered
in your spirit. You will be like a gold miner dig-
ging away in the darkness of a mine. When he
just sees a flash of gold, his heart will jump, and
he will start digging more enthusiastically. Like
this vision comes, and this vision will take you
forward.

The second thing was the white garments.

What are these white garments? They are
obedience. It is not the sort of obedience in which
you say to yourself, “Do | have to?” and then go
unwillingly to do it. This obedience is obedience
to the Spirit. Every act of obedience is a gift to
your Lord. Itis not, “Oh, look what | did!” Itis not
boasting, there is no pride, but it’'s an opportu-
nity to give a gift to your Lord. We need to learn
this obedience - we don’t become 100% obedient
overnight, and we don’t need to put ourselves in
silly situations. | heard about a lady who, when
she woke up in the morning, wouldn’t get out from
bed until Lord said, “Get up”. And when she got
up, she wouldn’t do anything until God told her
what to do. This is getting silly. We are not called
to silliness. We are called to have heart set, ready
to hear Him and to obey Him straightway. It may
be something very small - just do it. Itis better to
be wrong about His leading than to be disobedi-
ent to His leading.

Of course I'm not telling you to do anything
wrong. The Holy Spirit won’t lead you to do any
immoral, illegal, or inappropriate act. Once a
brother came to me and said, “| felt the Lord told
me to give you this”, and he gave me $15. | didn’t
need $15. And he knew | didn’t need $15. | was
OK, but he obeyed. So | said, “The Lord gave me
this $15, what shall | do with it?” Then | remem-
bered a book, but | wasn’t going to buy it. With
this $15, | bought that book. And I still have it and
| remember when | first opened it, | was blessed
by the Lord through that book. It doesn’t matter
if it is a silly little thing, if you are on the path to
obey the Holy Spirit.

Your safety is not in how perfectly you can
hear His voice, your safety is in how willing you

are to admit it when you are wrong. If you are
quick to say you made a mistake, that’s fine, you
are very safe. So we need to learn this obedi-
ence, then our actions will be coming from the
Holy Spirit. And before the Lord, we will be walk-
ing in white garments.

Last of all, it’s the Lord himself. What is the
end of this journey? We have vision. We are learn-
ing to obey the leading of Holy Spirit. Where is
He leading us? All this is leading us to Him - the
Holy Spirit is leading us into a deep and intimate
relationship with the Lord Jesus.

We hear the Lord say the same thing when
He says, “Behold, | stand at the door and knock.”
You see He didn’t have that relationship, but He
wanted it. In the beginning He said to them, “I will

never leave you nor forsake you.” He has not left
them. He is standing at the door and knocking.
He said, “If anyone hears My voice and has this
zeal and determination and passion and fire to
open the door, | will come in to Him, we will have

a fellowship with one another.”

Do you desire that? If we enter into that fel-
lowship, we shall enter into love. We shall taste
His love in all its fullness. By His working we will
be transformed. We will then not need to be com-
manded to love because our love will be the over-
flow of the love we have received. We will not
be able to help it because the love we will have
received is so wonderful.

At end of this letter, as with all the others,
the Lord says, “He who has an ear, let him hear”.
May God give us an ear to hear Him.

Prayer: Father, we pray that You would stir us
up, not to be sleepy, to be lazy, and to be passive,
but to be passionate, to be zealous, to know You.
We want to be Your witnesses, we want to make
You known and we pray, gracious Lord, that You
will be so working on us that we will be brought
into that relationship with You where we can learn
this thing. So we commit ourselves to You and
pray that Your grace will abound amongst us all.
We ask his in Jesus’ precious and holy name.
Amen.
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Scripture: Luke 1:26 to 2:38

To many children, Christmas is not Christ-
mas without presents or gifts. But to the Chris-
tians, Christmas is not Christmas if it is without
Jesus Christ. For the greatest gift of all is from
God, that He has paid the ultimate price in giving

His only Son to us.

Eight hundred years before Jesus was born,
there was a prophet called Isaiah. He proph-
esied, “ For unto us a Child is born, unto us a
Son is given; And the government will be upon
His shoulder. And His name will be called Won-

derful Counselor, Mighty God, Everlasting Father,



Prince of Peace.” (Isaiah 9:6) And for centuries,
in the hearts of the people of Israel, they knew
that God will be sending them a Saviour, and they
were hoping and looking forward to the coming of

this Messiah.

One day, He did come, but unfortunately most
people missed the opportunity to meet Him when
he arrived. For God did not call a press confer-
ence to announce the arrival of the Messiah, but
He revealed it to those who were waiting for Him
with a pure heart. He first revealed it to Mary and
Joseph, then to Elizabeth and Zacharias, then to
a few shepherds, and then also to Simeon and

Anna, for they all have a pure heart for God.

At the time, Mary was a virgin who had not
yet married, and the angel said to her, “.... And
behold, you will conceive in your womb and bring
forth a Son, and shall call His name Jesus. “ She
was afraid, but she submitted. And Joseph whom
she was betrothed to also submitted to the will
of God. They both knew they were given a very
special commission to look after the Son of God.
So when the child was born, they named Him “Je-
sus”, meaning God will save His people from their

sins.

Forty days after the birth, Mary and Joseph
brought Jesus to Jerusalem to present Him to the
Lord and to offer a sacrifice according to what is
said in the law of the Lord. Walking in the crowd-
ed area of the temple, this poor and unremark-
able looking couple with a child somehow caught

the attention of two people: Simeon and Anna.

The Bible described Simeon as just and de-
vout. And it had been revealed to him by the Holy
Spirit that he would not see death before he had
seen the Lord’s Christ. So, daily he was waiting
for the Consolation of Israel. And as he was ap-
proaching the end of his life, he behold the sal-
vation that God prepared for man that day - the
baby Jesus. He saw and he believed; he took the

baby up in his arms and blessed God, “....For my

eyes have seen Your salvation”.

But he also said to Mary in a word of proph-
esy, “Behold, this Child is destined for the fall
and rising of many in Israel, and for a sign which
will be spoken against (yes, a sword will pierce
through your own soul also), that the thoughts of

many hearts may be revealed.” (Luke 2:34-35).

We knew that when Jesus arrived, there
were many who opposed Him, denied His claim
to be the Messiah, and even crucified Him to the
cross. To those who opposed God, Jesus was
their stumbling block. To those whose heart is

pure, Jesus became their salvation.

Anna was another person who saw Jesus
and believed that day. She was a very old widow
for 84 years, who did not depart from the temple,
but served God with fastings and prays night and
day. And coming in that instant the Holy Spirit
opened up her eyes in the spirit, that she could
recognised the baby as the Messiah. She gave
thanks to the Lord, and spoke of Him to all those

who looked for redemption in Jerusalem.

Both Simeon and Anna must have read Isa-
iah 53:5 “But He was wounded for our transgres-
sions, He was bruised for our iniquities; The
chastisement for our peace was upon Him, and
by His stripes we are healed.” They believed that
when this baby grew up, He would suffer and die,
